I’m	ALL	Yours,	Lord!		What	does	that	even	mean?		–	Matthew	22:15-21	
Since I’m all yours, Lord, I’ll. . . . 

I. I’ll see I’m stamped with your image, Lord!  – v. 19-20; Genesis 1:26-28 

 What does “stamped with your image” really mean? 

- I am HIS. 
- I am LOVED. 
- I am DESIGNED FOR A PURPOSE. 

TAKE IT HOME: 

-  When you see yourself, be clear you’re seeing a child of God! 
- Your identity will be defined by whose opinion counts most. 

II. I’ll take special care of what you’ve loaned to me, Lord.  v. 20-21 

- Wrong thinking leads to wrong actions  
- I was created for more than just holding on! 

TAKE IT HOME: 

- If you’re lost when you start, how will you know when you arrive? 
- Use what God has given you remembering it’s on loan from God.   

  

III. I’ll celebrate that while all of this is only temporary, YOU GOD are eternal! 
Romans 1:20; Psalm 90:2 

- What I have right now I cannot keep forever.     

TAKE IT HOME: 

- Only three things will last and you are one of them.  Anchor yourself to the other two.   
- Ask God to help you to not hold on too tightly knowing you can’t keep it anyway.  

IV. I’ll celebrate I wasn’t made for my own pleasures, but for YOUR GLORY, God! – 
Galatians 2:20 

TAKE IT HOME: 

- My former ways are GONE! 
- My future is committed to Christ’s service - and nothing less!
